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Reactive Steel Target Basic Safety Rules and Precautions:

Caution!Failure to read, understand, and follow these
enclosed instructions prior to the use of this product greatly
increases the risk of injury to persons and property. You
should read and fully understand the enclosed instructions
before any attempt to use these products in any manner!

Personal Protection for shooters and spectators:
Always wear ANSI approved safety glasses with side shields to
protect the eyes.
Always wear shooting rated hearing protection to protect the hearing.
Always wear a baseball type hat with the brim down snugly against
the top of your shooting glasses. This protects the forehead and top of
head from lead and jacket particles and from hot ejected brass flying
about the air.
Always wear protective gloves during target assembly, disassembly,
repositioning, and maintenance

Strongly recommended for all shooters and people on ranges where
steel targets are used; long sleeved shirts and long pants to reduce the
potential of injury from lead and jacket splash-back.

Safe Range Requirements:
Use only on a properly constructed firing range with adequate backstop
height (minimum 25 feet) and adequate downrange safety area
(minimum 500 yards for pistol; 1,500 yards for rifle). Locate the steel
target as close to the range backstop (approx. 10 feet or closer) as
possible, as this will assist in reducing the downrange ricochet effect and
distance.

Understanding the “Splash Cone”
Bullets, upon 90° impact with steel targets, create a “splash cone” of lead
and jacketed particles that can travel greater than 20 yards for handguns
and greater than 75 yards for rifles. This creates a “splash zone” that can
reach up to a 25-degree cone angle in a 360-degree direction from the
surface face of the impacted steel target. The “splash cone” will, of
course, differ depending upon angle of impact. Any variation from direct,
perpendicular bullet impact is not recommended and is done at the
shooter’s own risk.
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About our targets:
We’re target designers, manufacturers, as
well as professional firearms trainers. We
make them, train with them, and regularly
talk to our customers. We know what’s
happening to our targets “out in the field”.
You get the benefit of our demanding
natures. We train hard and we play hard.
We won’t put up with downtime
due to finicky resetting, unreliable welds,
or stands that fall down on the job—
and neither should you!

Assessing a target’s useful lifetime:
Our targets have been used for years by firearms trainers and agencies
withstanding hundreds of thousands of rounds in their useful lifetime. All
targets, however, reach an end to their useful life depending on the kinds
of ammunition used, minimum distance, and level of wear. Discontinue
the use of any steel target at close range (less than 75 yards) that has
surface craters caused by wear or improper ammunition use on the
target’s impact area. For relative safety, the target’s impact surface
must be smooth and flat to safely use at less than 75 yards. Users
must regularly assess the target’s continued fitness for service. Targets
in poor condition increase the risk of injury or death to the user and
bystanders. It is imperative to follow the ammunition and minimum
distance guidelines and replace targets in poor or abused condition. We
are dedicated to safe and reliable use of our targets, contact us toll free
at 877-357-4570 or e-mail us on the web at www.SafeDirection.com with
any questions you might have about the condition of your reactive steel
target.

Additional Safety Recommendations –
1) Have liquids available for reducing the chance of de-hydration.

(water, Gatorade type drinks, etc.)
2) Shaded area w/ seating accommodations for breaks.
3) Decontaminate hands and face from range dirt and lead dust

after shooting and prior to eating or drinking.
 Hand wipes (D-Wipe Towels are especially created

for heavy metal removal www.esca-tech.com)
 Ensure that water and soap are available to

thoroughly wash hands and face.
